Most grasses require moist soil and space to
clump as they grow. Larger grasses need at
least three feet of space. Dwarf edging and
groundcover type grasses may be planted 12-
18" apart depending on variety. Cutting back to
near ground level will promote new spring
growth. The time to cut back is very late fall,
or very early spring for those grasses that
have winter qualities to show off.

Tall (5" and up) grasses for massing in open
areas, creating screens or for single specimen
use:
